A recent study from Pew Forum indicates that more than one-quarter of American adults (28%) have left the faith in which they were raised in favor of another religion or no religion at all. Catholicism has experienced the greatest net losses as a result of affiliation changes. While nearly one-in-three Americans (31%) were raised in the Catholic faith, today fewer than one-in-four (24%) describe themselves as Catholic. 71% of those surveyed indicated that they just gradually drifted away over time. But it is not too late. Studies show that strong communications with an invitation to “ Come Home” is all they need to re-ignite their faith.
