Resource Committee

Working with Santa Clara has not produced anything as of yet.

Numbers for energy usage comes from the PG&E bills.


Should be looking at what is our energy consumption - what has it been - how are we using energy at different times of the year.

2.  EJ Liaisons


Leana sent out the yahoo group - Penny said we couldn’t do this separately but needed to go through the diocese.  Are there mechanisms that allow this within the diocese

3.    Election Issues

Bishops not taking a stand on Prop. 23.  Bishop Blair (Stockton)  has come out with a heavy statement on it, but did not specifically recommend voting no on it.  Secretary of CIPL - formed a group against Prop. 23 - mobilizing their forces.  Conference came out with an analysis - but stopped short of making a recommendation.  Where does our bishop stand on this issue?  If the Bishop really cared, he’d be asking questions.  Is it a burning issue with him?  

Possibly - Bishop was expecting us to come up with something, but it’s too late.  

How early do we have to start?  What is the process we need to go through to have the Bishop support these issues.  

Advocacy committee - come up with papers on issues - can CGI come out and say this is the way to vote.  Can CGI take a position if the bishop does not.  

Should we consider either the diocese or our group here joining Interfaith Power & Light?  Can parishes join  - Holy Family already has?  Suggest that it should be done - make recommendations.  Tony will write to Linda to make recommendations.
