Update on contacting parishes


Visits to parishes - John and Linda went to St. Cyprian’s and St. Joseph of Cupertino - given ten minutes on the agenda - went much longer because they had questions.  Brief run down on what CGI is doing.  Gave them the brochures - talked about each committee (walked through the brochures).  Want to partner with them - have resources to offer.  Really now in a strong position to roll this out to the parishes - which is what we really want to do. Main request for a green liaison.  St. Cyprian - got very technical.  St. Cyprian - got quickly into facilities - went to light bulbs and maintenance issues.  Tried to keep it to Catholic Social Teaching - but a challenge.  One person made a point that it wouldn’t save any money - would cost more.  

Both parishes wanted to know how they get on the list for solar panels.  St. Cyprian’s wants it.  

St. Joseph of Cupertino - 15 minutes - and that’s all.  Fr. Greg seems to be on board - but his parish isn’t showing interest.  (Only 1 St. Francis Pledge).  Got the facility issue off the table.  Liked the brochure.  Wanted to get technical about PGE and energy audits.  

If we continue to make visits to the parishes - can we do that without a liaison representative?  

Lauren thinks the meeting on Tuesday should go on as planned - see if someone would emerge to replace Leana.  

Water - suggest Linda send out a message to liaisons asking for information to contact.  Should be okay to send phone numbers.

Request from Chancery for Assistance
Penny - action item - Chancery Staff has a Chancery Management Team.  Raising issues - what kind of paper to buy when printing.  Ended up being why isn’t this building greener?  They would like to know if someone would come in and do an audit of what is going on at the chancery with regard to re-use -recycle - sustainable practices.  Bring a recommendation of a plan of action.  Needs to be pro bono.  Then we can go back to senior management - say what we can/should do.  Will go back to Ian Abell as Facilities.  Building or practices?  John Miller could do building.  Tell me what I can do to become sustainable.  Sierra Club - someone does pro bono work along those lines.  Come up with a 3-5 year plan.    

**Need to figure out what is going on with the solar project.  

The ones who were doing it are invisible.  But seem reluctant to give it up.  Don’t respond.  John may have had success contacting them.  Scott Springborn drove the installation of the solar.  Also check with Ian.  John may be handling that within the resources committee.    

Faith Formation Conference


Workshop - Tony doing an introductory talk - and a panel talking about how we’re trying to implement sustainability - and how CGI works.  Gerard McGuire is willing to be one of them.  Lauren represent Education Committee.  Tina Blease - speak on schools.  Lauren - represent diocesan level effort.  Tina  - high schools - Susan - Holy Family/ Ed Comm.  Break people up into 4 groups - think about how you would implement this at your level.  We’ll do as a panel - structured - with questions and answers.  

Water Initiative - Tom Walsh


Rebuttal to the water bond issue is on the website.  Behind that are individual lengthy summations which can be added if needed.  Mercury News article (two weeks ago) - a group meeting behind closed doors in Sacramento - composed of pro-water bond issue people.  Tom’s group meeting on October 13 in Sacramento to see what they can do. 

Water Committee creating two pages of key talking points about why not to use bottled water.  To accompany the showing of Blue Gold.  Photographer at SJSU - working on water issues.  Make a presentation of his photographs along with text - needs to find a venue to show his work.  Done sometime around Advent.

Recommends everyone call legislators letting them know   we are outraged with their behavior on this issue.  Once Water Bond solidifies, would like CGI to take a stand.  We should all read Tom’s statement to know what it says - to be able to be informed.  Recommend that the diocese take a stand to require any discussion of proposed water bond be open.  

As CGI - organization could write a letter to the editor to call for these negotiations to be open.  Probably need to run it by the Bishop.  Editorial from the Executive Committee.  

**Tom will write an editorial and send it to all of us to review.  Get feed back - final form - run it through the normal channels to get approval by the Bishop.  

** Each of us read up on the topic and be familiar with the issue.

No referral to a website in the article.   (Water Bond that is supposed to go on the ballot in 2012) - research water bond - see where it has been - not in any committee.  

Restore the Delta, Food & Water Watch, and other groups opposed to the water bond.  Agri-business supporting it.  Lobbyists creating the bill behind closed doors?  

Prop 23 - Gerard McGuire - Lots of activity against it - Barbara Boxer against it and Carla Fiorina is for it.  Momentum - big groups are having meetings.  Rally last weekend against at gas stations?  Is there something being done at the advocacy committee level - are we going to take a stand on this issue.  Is there something from the bishops already?  Do we have information?  If the CCCB hasn’t done anything - he can take a stand if he wants to.  Check the website.  Www.cacatholic.org - major and significant bills - they only take positions around lobby day.  Haven’t treated
