Process of the Delta Water issues. It will, probably,be the committee’s primary 

focus next year.

I think

we were all encouraged that we were given the green light to “get back to bus-

iness”, aggressively petitioning parishes to get a water audit, show BLUE GOLD 

or, and. TAPPED to their parish…with the proviso that they be informed of the

availability of information and resources via the CGI website and the fold-outs

that the diocese will provide.

World Water Day is March 22. Walsh suggested that we have Linda Batton send

our “water quiz” to all the Social Justice/ Green Liaisons and  strongly suggest

that they have it included in their March 20 parish bulletin.

Each committee member was given a list of 4 parishes with designated Social

Justice or, CGI identified “Green liaisons” to contact and “push” BLUE GOLD

And TAPPED …and to encourage parishes to get a water audit .

Walsh informed the committee that he was stepping down as chair, effective

May 1. He will be out of the country most of the time between June 1 and mid-

December. He  indicated that he wanted to continue to be involved with the comm.-

ittee.
