And,

The upcoming Faith Formation Conference.

There was a great deal of discussion concerning strategies to get the word out re: bottled water. Until the Executive Committee OK’s soliciting the parishes to show “Tapped”, we decided that the best of the bottled water talking points put together during the preceeding weeks…could be printed up and combined with the Christmas cards we, as individuals, sent this year.

Rita and Mary Barry will “fine tune” the talking points.

Rita felt that the Committee “was running in place”…not getting anything done. Walsh explained that the Executive Committee was reluctant to OK individual committee efforts aimed at parishes; that the Executive Committee was trying to get “Green Liaisons” on board in each parish and that the entire CGI package was being presented to parish councils in the diocese to effect this end.

We agreed that our committee’s immediate aim was to persuade parishes to have a water audit; to trumpet the showing of “Blue Gold” and “Tapped”; to persuade parishes to completely discontinue the use of bottled water.
